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INTRODUCTION AND GUIDANCE TENDER CONDITIONS
1.1 Definitions
The following definitions apply to this Invitation to Tender (ITT) and its supporting attachments:

1.1.1. Business Day is Monday to Friday excluding public holidays.

1.1.2. Bidder is any economic operator, regardless of their structure or organisation that
submits or intends to submit a bid in response to this ITT.

1.1.3. Bidder Party is any third party that the Bidder includes in the process of preparing a bid
in response to this ITT.

1.1.4. Bid Response Deadline is the date specified in the timetable for the delivery of a final
response to this ITT.

1.1.5. The contracting party will be the CORE Education Trust (CORE / “the Trust”).

1.2 Context

1.2.1. City Academy (URN: 139797) and Jewellery Quarter Academy (URN: 141003) are two
secondary schools in Birmingham and form part of the CORE Education Trust multi-
academy trust portfolio. The pupil age range at both schools is 11 to 16.

1.2.2. The Trust are seeking to improve the indoor sports facilities at both City Academy and
Jewellery Quarter Academy. To this effect the Trust would like to prepare and submit the
following detailed planning applications:

e Application no.1 — retrospective application for temporary car park on the vacant
site at City Academy.

e Application no.2 — detailed planning application for a new free-standing 4 court
sports hall and associated ancillary spaces on the vacant site at City Academy.

e Application no.3 — detailed planning application to replace the existing raised
MUGA, reduce the staff car park and insert a new 3 court sports hall.

1.2.3. In 2023 the Trust prepared concept designs for the sport halls at City Academy and
Jewellery Quarter Academy as part of two unsuccessful Condition Improvement Fund
(CIF) applications. Refer to Annex E for copies of the concept designs. These designs are
indicative of what the Trust is seeking to deliver.

1.2.4. At this stage the Trust are seeking to secure planning approval and only once funding is
secured will they progress with the delivery of the sports halls. This will be subject to a
separate future procurement process.

City Academy
1.2.5. City Academy is currently operating on two sites, the main school being a converted
office block at 23 Langley Walk, Birmingham, B15 2EF and over the road from the school

on the corner of Bath Road and Cregoe Street is a vacant site, next to the playing fields
which school are currently using as a temporary car park.
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1.2.6. City Academy is in the heart of Birmingham. The existing building is a converted modern
office building which was constructed in the 2000s. The office building was converted into
an academy as part of the Department for Education’s Free School Programme.

1.2.7. The Academy site is not listed nor is it in a conservations area.

1.2.8. The vacant site was given to the Trust by the Department for Education (DfE) and the
Trust would like to develop a sport hall and changing facility on the site.

1.2.9. Currently, the vacant site has been set up as a temporary staff car park. This has freed
up external space on the main school site, which is be use by the pupils for informal play.
The Council require the Trust to obtain retrospective planning approval for the temporary
car park arrangement.

1.2.10. The proposed City Academy 4 court sports hall will be a free-standing building on the
vacant site. The sports hall will need to comply with the requirements of DfE Spec 25 and
relevant guidance provided by Sports England.

Jewellery Quarter Academy

1.2.12. Jewellery Quarter Academy is in the heart of Birmingham’s Jewellery Quarter at 1 St
Georges Court, 1 Albion Street, Birmingham, B1 3AA. The existing school is located within
a converted old office/workshop series of adjoined buildings. The building was converted
into an academy as part of the Department for Education’s Free School Programme.

1.2.13. The Academy site is not listed but it is in the Jeweller Quarter conservations area.

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Jewellery Quarter Academy with the rooftop MUGA outlined in red.
This is the proposed location for the proposed sports hall.
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1.2.14. The arrangement of Jewellery Quarter Academy is rectangular arrangement with a
central open courtyard in the centre. The Academy’s main entrance is on Albion Street and
sits between Camden Street and Pope Street; with entrance off all three streets. There are
buildings on three streets and on the north-western end is a raised MUGA which sits on a
steel structure above the staff car park.

1.2.15. The Trust would like to remove MUGA, reduce the staff car parking and associated
structure, and replace it with a new 3 court sports hall access from the courtyard level.

1.2.16. The proposed Jewellery Quarter Academy 3 court sports hall will be a free-standing
structure inserted between the existing teaching blocks. The sports hall will need to comply
with the requirements of DfE Spec 25 and relevant guidance provided by Sports England.

1.2.17. Jewellery Quarter Academy already has changing rooms, WC and activity studios within
the main teaching building.

1.2.18. The proposed Jewellery Quarter Academy sports hall accommodation requirements are:

1.3 ITT Overview

The Trust will pay the planning application fee directly to the Council when the application
is submitted.

The proposed planning applications are to be funded directly by the Trust.

The Trust is seeking tenders from suitably qualified and experienced project managers
and lead design architects with a strong track record of preparing planning applications
for existing academy/school buildings.

This ITT is for the appointment of a joint project manager and lead design architects.
The consultants will be appointed directly by the Trust.

Once appointed, the project will be overseen by a representative from CORE'’s
leadership team.

Confidentiality

The information contained within this ITT is made available via the Trust on condition
that Bidders shall not use the information for any purpose other than preparing a bid or
deciding whether to bid.

o Offers or agrees to pay or give, or does pay or give any sum of money, inducement
or valuable consideration directly or indirectly to any person for doing or having
done, or causing or having caused to be done, any act or omission in relation to any
other bid or proposed bid for this procurement; or

e Communicates to any person other than the Trust the amount or approximate
amount of their proposed bid (except where such disclosure is made in confidence
in order to obtain quotations necessary for the preparation of a bid).

Intellectual Property

The copyright in this and all other issued documents is vested in the Trust and may not
be reproduced, copied or stored in any medium without the prior written consent of the
Trust except in relation to the preparation of a bid. All documentation supplied by the
Trust in relation to this procurement is and shall remain the property of the Trust and
must be returned on demand, without any copies being retained.

The Trust reserve the right to require the assignment or grant of a royalty free non-
exclusive licence of all intellectual property relating to or in connection with any bid
resulting in the award of contract to the relevant Bidder.

Publicity

Bidders and all members of the Bidder’s supply chain shall not undertake (or permit to
be undertaken) at any time, whether at this stage or after finalisation of the tender
process, any publicity activity with any section of the media in relation to this procurement
other than with the prior written agreement of the Trust. Such agreement shall extend to
the content of any publicity. In this paragraph, the word "media" includes (but without
limitation) radio, television, newspapers, trade and specialist press, the internet and
email accessible by the public at large, and the representatives of such media.

1.11 The Trust’s Right to Reject Bids
1.11.1 The Trust reserves the right to reject or disqualify a Bidder and/or a member of its supply
chain where:

1.11.3 The Bidder is wholly responsible for their own costs of responding to this ITT and Trust
will not accept any claims for reimbursement should the Bidder be unsuccessful.

1.12 Right to Cancel or Vary the Process

1.12.1 The Trust reserves the right:

o To require a Bidder and/or a member(s) of its supply chain to clarify their submission
in writing and/or provide additional information (failure to respond adequately may
result in a Bidder not being successful); and

¢ Amend the terms and conditions of the tender process.

1.13 Provision of Further Information by Bidders Prior to Submitting a Bid

1.13.1 The Trust may rely on the information provided by Bidders during their appointment
(including but not limited to information concerning the members and structure of any
consortium). If, at any time during this tender process there are any material changes to
the same, the Bidder must advise the Trust in writing as soon as practicable providing
full details of the change (even if this is prior to the submission of a bid).

1.13.2 The Trust reserves the right to request further information about the Bidder and/or its
supply chain at any time during the procurement.

1.13.3 Upon receipt of such information, the Trust shall be entitled to revisit the selection and/or
evaluation of the Bidder and exclude the Bidder, if necessary, as a result of that process.

1.14 Governing Law
1.14.1. All communications will be conducted, and all documents will be prepared, in the English

language. The communications and all subsequent contracts executed will be subject to
English law and the exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts.

3.2.5. Bids should be as concise as possible, whilst providing sufficient information to enable
the Trust to evaluate.

3.2.6. Bid wording should be unambiguous, and directly address the requirement stated.

3.2.7. All bids, correspondence and documents must be submitted in English.

3.2.8. All references to costs/rates must be submitted in pounds sterling with the rates firm for
the duration of the contract and not be subject to any variation unless provided for in the
conditions of contract.

3.2.9. For a bid to be considered by the Trust, the Bidder should ensure that it is compliant
with all the requirements and assumptions set out in this ITT, even where Bidders disagree
with any such requirements and assumptions.
